On behalf of the California Coastal Coalition (CalCoast), a non-profit advocacy group comprised of 35 coastal cities; five counties; AMBAG, BEACON, SANDAG and SCAG; along with business associations and allied groups committed to restoring California's shoreline and watersheds, I urge you to sign Assembly Bill 7 (Evans), the Bottle Bill Budget Fix, which will help preserve California’s successful Bottle Bill recycling infrastructure along with thousands of recycling jobs and much-needed grants to local government to deal with litter, trash and marine debris.

California's successful Beverage Container Recycling Program is under threat by significant cuts to core elements of the program.  Due to the imbalance in the Beverage Container Recycling Fund, the Department of Conservation was forced to cut over $100 million in core recycling funding for local governments, local conservation corps, curbside recycling, and recycling market development and other performance-based incentives for recycling.
